The Lake Norman Free Clinic

This year, the Rotary Club of Lake Norman -Huntersville has chosen The
Lake Norman Free Clinic, The Hope House Foundation, Inc. USoO-
Charlotte, and Rotary End Polio Now as benefactors.

The Lake Norman Free Clinic grew out of a service that Dr. David Cook
began providing for area residents who had little or no medical insurance
and needed care. On Wednesday evenings beginning in 1999, in the back
of a Latino grocery store, Cook saw patients on a volunteer basis and of-
fered free medical care.

As word spread, the demand for his services increased and the need be-
came apparent. In 2001, the Lake Norman Free Clinic saw its first patient.
The clinic has seen over 16,000 patients in the past 8 years. The clinic is

supported by First Bapti st Huntersvil

Presbyterian and Davidson United Methodist churches as well as by private
donations.

The clinic offers a variety of services to patients from 11 a.m. - 2 p.m. Mon-
days and Wednesdays, and 6 to 9 p.m. Wednesdays by appointment. To
qualify as a patient, individuals must show proof of residence in Hunters-
ville, Mooresville, Davidson or Cornelius and must have no health insur-
ance. The clinic continues to serve minority populations, with about 65 per-
cent of the patients being Hispanic. The clinic will serve over 6,000 patients
this year!

More than 100 professional doctors, nurses and lab technicians volunteer
their services to the clinic on a rotating schedule. A referral system is in
place for patients that need additional care from specialists.

With support from organizations like The Rotary Club of Lake Norman-
Huntersville, the Lake Norman Free Clinic now operates the clinic from
their own facility at 14230 Hunters Road in Huntersville, NC.

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GOLD DOUBLOON TASTING

After pieces of eightthe most famous treasure coins are probgblgt doubloons
(sometimes incorrectly spaltuibloons). They appear in numerous tales of sunken treasi
and pirate hoards.

What Is A Doubloon?

The doubloon was a Spanish coin used from the mid 16th to mid 19th centuries. It
stamped frongold (ours is not gold) and hence is commonly referred to as a "gold pie«
It weighed just under one ounce and was made from 22 karat (almost pure) gold.

Although the doubloon was a Spanish coin it was widely used in the West Indies a
South America. Being made from almost pure gold it also had value in any other coul
even where it wasn't legal tender. Since much of the piracy that took place was betw:
English and Spanish privateers, Spanish doubloons often formed English pirate boot

The name doubloon has been applied to various denominations of gold coin over !
centuries, however the most common usage is probably that dfsou8iece. The
escudo was in turn worth 16 silverales making one gold doubloon equivalent to 128
silver reales. One doubloon was also worth 16 full pieces of eight.

Although coins from this era were roughly circular (ours is square) they were initial
hand stamped and therefore irregular in shape. What mattered was the weight of goli
the coin- if it weighed too much after minting then small bits would be cut off from
around the edges. Coins manufactured by this method are often referredtb@aimage
as opposed to the later "milled" coinage.

The Hope House Foundation
Giving Hope, Changing Lives

Established in response to a pressing community need in the greater Lake Nor-
man area to provide transitional housing to homeless women and women with
children, the Hope House Foundation , co-founded by Dr. Lee Beth Lindquist
and Don King, exists today to help displaced women become self-sufficient.

The Hope House Foundation acquired a 4,000 square foot house on four
acres of land in Huntersville to fulfill their mission of supporting homeless
women and their children. After extensive renovations were completed by com-
munity volunteers and business contributors, along with tangible and intangible
donations and generous grants, Hope House opened its doors in August of
2009. With six bedrooms, Hope House can accommodate 12 women in addi-
tion to their children. For admission into this 24/7-staffed residence, residents
must be under the established supervision of a case manager or social worker.
In order to stay at Hope House for up to six months, a woman must agree to
written rules and regulations that govern her and her children while living in
Hope House, contribute to the maintenance and the cleanliness of the home
and grounds and meet personalized goals and objectives weekly.

Hope House Foundation does not accept women who are current victims of
domestic violence, suffer from mental illness, are active alcoholics, illegal drug
users or have inappropriate criminal histories. Male children admitted into the
home must be eight years old or younger.

Hope House also provides support services and life skill training to its residents
to help them become independent. Services and programs include career as-
sessment, counseling, job search and a variety of computer technology re-
sources and training available in the state-of-the-art AT&T Learning Center
within the house. In addition, there are provisions for dental and medical
healthcare, nutritional education as well as money management courses.

Today Hope House Foundation gives hope, inspiration and independence to
women and women with children who need a helping hand and not a handout
to get back on their feet.

Rotary made a commitment to i mmuni ze
and became a spearheading partner in the Global Polio Eradication Initiative thre
years later. The other partners are the World Health Organization, the U.S. Cente
for Disease Control and Prevention, and UNICEF.

Rotaryb6s primary responsibilities in
cruitment. To date, Rotary has already contributed more than $800 million to the
polio eradication effort.

Rotary clubs also provi de -éffected @mmmuaiq u
ties, which helps ensure that leaders at all levels remain focused on the eradicati
goal. Over the years, Rotary club members have volunteered their time and per-
sonal resources to reach more than two billion children in 122 countries with the

oral polio vaccine.

Thanks to Rotary and its partners, the number of polio cases has been slashed b
more than 99 percent, preventing five million instances of childhood paralysis anc
250,000 deaths. When Rotary began its eradication work, polio infected more tha
350,000 children annually. In 2008, fewer than 2,000 cases were reported world-
wide.

But the polio cases represented by that final 1 percent will be the most difficult ar
expensive to prevent for a variety of reasons, including geographical isolation,
worker fatigue, armed conflict, and cultural barriers.

Thatds why ités so i mportant to gene
ease up now would be to invite a polio resurgence that would condemn millions ¢
children to lifelong paralysis in the years ahead.

The bottom line is this: As long as polio threatens even one child anywhere in the
world, all childreni wherever they livé remain at risk.
